o Host community-centric events in diverse areas of the city/region.

o Ensure communications are accessible (e.g., language translation, font size/type,
location of postings, etc.)

o Actively and continuously identify community partnerships supporting diverse
business owners and the larger community we serve.

o Amplify the DEI work of the Seattle Animal Shelter and partner with them when
appropriate.
